Now, however, they have issued recommendations for the development
of the isthmus area which | strongly disagree with.

| do not believe the rezone they recommended would improve the
downtown, quite the contrary.

So if the Oly2012 organization should claim to be speaking for all of its
members, please know this is not the case, and | know others who feel
the same way. In fact, it seems entirely possible that a majority of their
members would not approve of their position in this rezone.

Oly 2012 did not contact its membership for input before they
formulated their position on the isthmus. They also did not poll their
membership on this position to see how many people agreed and
disagreed. They seem to be a small group of people who develop
positions and make recommendations without reference to their
membership except as the "number of people in their group.”

| moved to Olympia in 1974 when | was a teenager and | remember being disappointed this was our
state capital. It seemed like the only folks who had a nice spot to take advantage of the local aesthetic
were the ones who owned waterfront property out on Steamboat or Cooper Point or had boat at the
Olympia yacht club. The well-heeled wrote off the downtown and watched it wither and die with the
birth of Capital Mall. My family had lived in Bremerton prior to this and it was the same way there. The
locals with power and influence just couldn’t seem to have any vision for how to take advantage of a
wonderful setting and plenty of small town character and history.

Then in the ‘80’s, the good old boy commissioner system gave way to the first "citizen" counsel for
Olympia and my mom, a homemaker who raised three boys and wondered if she could now finally take
advantage of her poly sci degree, decided to run for a position. Without any help from any special
interests she won her seat for two terms and that council was responsible for the Farmer’s Market and
Waterfront Boardwalk.
